This issue has been referred to our Road Design Section for investigation.


”That signs be erected at either side of Nicholson’s, Tullavolty to slow down traffic in order to prevent more accidents”

”That the exit from Tougher Road, Urlingford be marked to allow vehicles going left to filter out even when those turning right cannot move”
