All Weather Sports Facility for Ballyragget

J McCormack outlined to the members the current status of the proposed development at Railway Site, Ballyragget.  He confirmed details of the €200,000 funding available for this facility, €100,000 ring fenced from 2004 Development Charges and €100,000 committed from the Department.   He also advised, the facilities proposed for this site are no longer all weather facilities.  
The provision of a roundabout / bus bay at Scoil Bhride, Ballyragget was discussed.  It was agreed this item would be placed on the agenda for the next Ballyragget Electoral Area Meeting.

J McCormack was urged to assist in any way possible, the speedy processing of paperwork with solicitors  in relation to the development of the All Weather Facility at Johnstown.

Provision of Mast on Water Tower, Moate Road, Ballyragget

It was clarified from the outset, the issue relates to the provision of antenna as opposed to amast on the water tower.
Members expressed dissatisfaction in relation to the provision of antenna on the water tower and requested clearer policy in this area.  JMcCormack outlined the Council’s position as a facilitor in the provision of services.  It was agreed, an assessment of the quality of the water in this water tower would be completed and the report circulated to the members.
