Recreational Capital Fund

I. It had been proposed to allocate the €64,000 balance in the R.C.F. to the Paulstown/Goresbride Pastoral Committee for the development of a Community Resource Centre in Goresbridge. All members expressed their strong support for this project but as the allocation to this project represents a large percentage of the overall funding of this scheme, members request before proceeding any further that the following information be requested from the applicants: 

II. Breakdown of overall cost of project ( €700,000)

III. Breakdown of professional fees associated with this €700,000

IV. Does this include all charges including planning permission costs ?

The €64,000 allocation will be held in abeyance for this project.
Planning Issues 

Following some discussion on planning and particular developments in Thomastown, members expressed dissatisfaction with the way the elected members have no input into the planning process with regard to issues of general public concern. Members requested that the following matter be placed on the agenda on the October meeting of Kilkenny County Council  “Review  of the consultation process between elected members and officials “

One way system in Thomastown 

All members complimented the area engineer on the one-way-system and raised a number of issues about various junctions, pedestrian crossings etc. D. Lawlor stated that all these matters would be dealt with over the coming weeks following some monitoring of how it is working at the moment.

Sewerage Schemes

Councillors requested that the following item also be placed on the agenda on the October Council meeting – “ Members seek an immediate deputation directly with the Minister to resolve matters in relation to the long time span that sewerage schemes take to receive approval / funding from the Department”.

Water Scheme in Thomastown

Cllr. O’Brien stated that there has been a lot of dissatisfaction recently with sediment in the water in Thomastown and he requested that the Thomastown E.D. elected members be provided with a report on the matter.
Public Lighting

Cllr. O’Neill requested an increase in funding for public lighting.
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
