Recreational Capital Fund

T Walsh advised the only areas in the Ballyragget Electoral Area  envisaged with the capacity to use the funding provided under this scheme are Castlecomer, Urlingford, Freshford, Ballyragget and Johnstown.  The issue of the proposed all weather facility at Ballyragget was discussed.  J Mccormack outlined the current status of the project and confirmed the money for this proposed project is ring fenced under the 2005 Recreational Capital Fund.

Social & Community Facilities Capital Scheme 2006

T Walsh presented to the members details of the Social and Community Facilities Capital Scheme 2006.  He outlined details of the three capital projects for which funding were sought under this scheme.  Concern was expressed as to whether or not the  €100,000 proposed funding for the all weather facility in Johnstown would be sufficient.

T Walsh presented details of the Extended CLAR Programme to the members.

Bus Bay for Ballyragget National School
J McCormack outlined the current status of development works alongside Scoil Bhride, Ballyragget and emphasized  the key issue in the provision of a bus bay at Scoil Bhride, Ballyragget is the location of the roundabout.  J McCormack also emphasized progress is developer led and therefore difficult to put a time frame on.  Members emphasized safety of children must be paramount and therefore the need for a plan B
