Minutes of Callan Electoral Meeting held in Callan Area Office on 08/03/2007

The meeting was chaired by Cllr Maher

Cllr Maher opened the meeting by welcoming both John Mulholland and Seamus Foley to the Callan Area. They also wished to pass on their best wishes to John Dempsey DoS for his work in the Callan Area.
Item 1
The adoption of the minutes of the previous meeting held on 06/12/2006 was 
proposed by Cllr Ireland and seconded by Cllr Doran.
Item 2 There were no items arising from the previous minutes which were not already on the agenda.

Item 3 
The proposed Road Works Scheme 2007 for the Callan Area was discussed in detail. John Mulholland advised the members of what NRA, DOE and local funds had been allocated to the Callan Area. Seamus Foley advised the members what roads would be strengthened as part of year two of the previously agreed three year strengthening programme. The proposed surface dressing/restoration-special works-development contribution elements of the RWS 2007 were discussed in detail by the members. The proposed RWS 2007 was adopted by the members. John Mulholland also advised that €34,000 of Clar money was also available for use of Class 2 or 3 roads. Seamus Foley to propose suitable roads in the area on which to allocate this money for the approval for the members. 
Item 4
John Mulholland advised that the sum of 400,000 had been provisionally allocated to the Callan Traffic Calming Scheme. The priority for any available monies this year would be the implementation of the Callan Traffic Calming Scheme near the schools. This was agreed by the members. With regard to the Callan Traffic Management Plan the members were advised that Eircom & ESB have not returned costings to date but it was expected shortly. Monies are likely not going to be available this year to progress this scheme to construction.
Item 5
John Mulholland advised that he would be attending shortly a meeting with regard to the Fair Green and was approaching the whole area with an open mind as to how to progress matters. Cllr Maher advised and the other members agreed that the locals wished the area be developed from a public open space point of view with appropriate landscaping, walkways, running areas, etc.
Item 6
The members were advised that no additional information had been received from the NRA with regard to the provision of public lighting on the N76 at Killamery. The members asked that it kept of the agenda for the next meeting.
Item 7
The provision of the path from Ennisnag to Stoneyford was discussed in detail. John Mulholland advised that funds were not available this year for a footpath as the priority had to be the restoration of existing footpaths within the town itself which were accepted were in very poor condition. John Mulholland reminded the members that a sum of €40,000 from Development Contribution monies had been allocated for this purpose. The members asked that the provision of the footpath from Ennisnag to Stoneyford be kept on the agenda for future meetings.
Item 8 Cllr Tom Maher proposed and Cllr Matt Doran seconded a request for Kilkenny County Council to examine the feasibility to install public lighting as part of the works on Ballyline cross.

The members asked Kilkenny County Council to investigate the provision of a ramp on Bridge Street to reduce traffic speeds. The Area Engineer is to organise a speed survey to assess needs for a ramp and to advise the members at a future meeting.


Cllr Doran asked Kilkenny County Council to investigate what works if any could be undertaken to improve public access on the road off the LS 5062 joining the famine graveyard at Cherryfield Cemetary, Callan. This is not a public road within the control of the local authority. The members were advised it was open to the landowners along this road to make an application for inclusion in the LIS.

The members asked that the Area Engineer advise at the next meeting the status of the provision of new public lighting in the Callan Area. It was noted that 2007 is year 4 of a four year public lighting programme. 

This concluded the business of the meeting.
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
