Matters Arising – 

Ramps: Members insist that ramps be provided on Mill Street and additional bollards be erected on Bridge Street in the interest of public safety.
Mr. Graham to look at it and propose a design.

Dansefort Church: Cllr. Ireland requested that action be taken to re-inforce the road at this location as it was in danger of subsiding / collapsing.
Mr. Graham replied that work on this section of the road is included in this years RWS.

Signage for Duggan Steel: Cllr. Maher was advised that the company themselves should look at providing Advance Warning Signs. Cllr. Maher stated that as the entrance is a danger to the public, Kilkenny County Council are obliged to erect the warning signs.
Footpaths Ennisnag  to Stoneyford: Cllr. Doran again raised the issue of 
the urgent need for the provision of footpaths at this location to link the two villages, stating it was the most dangerous ½ mile stretch of road in the county and he had been lobbying for action for the past 3 years. All measures should be taken to ensure that footpaths be provided as soon as possible & in the interim he can’t see why a hard shoulder can’t be provided. .Cllrs. Maher & Ireland concurred.
Killamery:  Cllrs. Maher & Doran brought up the proposed lighting at the junction at Killamery and insisted that the matter be pursued as a matter of urgency.

Capital Scheme 2006 &CLAR  Programme.
Mr. Tony Walsh, D.O.S. Community & Enterprise gave a presentation with regard to the CLAR Programme and the recent inclusion of Kilkenny in this scheme, which was announced in April 2006. He circulated hand-outs. 
Members welcomed the inclusion of Kilkenny and the benefits which should accrue to the Callan Electoral Area in particular.

With regard to the Recreational Capital Fund, Mr. Walsh outlined the various  projects approved to date – Budget for Callan approx. €200,000.

Ms. Brid Hynes outlined the criteria for qualifying projects and reminded members of the official launch of the Playground at the Fair Green, Callan on Friday 9th June at 11.00 am.
