Update on National Roads

Mr. T. Gunning informed the meeting that Statutory Notices to all affected landowners and property owners in relation to the Compulsory Purchase Order and Motorway Order would issue within the week and that the public notices would appear in the relevant papers on Wednesday 7th April,2004. Following the closing date for objections An Bord Pleanála will set a date for an Oral Hearing. The proposed road will have Motorway Status from Cullahill to Urlingford and will be High Quality Dual Carriageway between Urlingford and Cashel.

The consultants are currently preparing the Preliminary Design of the Road, the Environmental Impact Statement and the necessary Compulsory Purchase Order documentation. It is expected that all these documents will be completed and ready for publication by the end of July,2004.

Tenders are currently being assessed for the N25 Pavement Overlay Contract and it is hoped to advance to contract in a few weeks.

4. Any other business.

(a) Road works in Kilkenny City.
