Cllr. Maher opened the meeting and proceeded with the Agenda as laid out. 

Item 1:

Expanded Area Meeting –

Members were unclear as to the role and format of the proposed Expanded Electoral Area Meeting. Mr. John Dempsey briefed the members, clarifying that the designated representatives from the Voluntary/Community Groups would be raising issues of local interest, , the meeting to be approximately  ½ hour duration & prior to the Electoral Area Main Meeting. Members stressed that there should be no infringement on their role, that they be fully briefed prior to the meeting as to the issues to be raised and on an agreed agenda. Further clarification of the role & format to be sought from Mr. Tony Walsh, Director of Services for Community & Enterprise and circulated  to members.

Item 3:

Draft Road Works Scheme 2005: -
Mr. W. Mernagh, Senior Engineer (Roads Dept) presented members with the Draft RWS Scheme for 2005, stating that funding was up from last year. Mr. Mernagh & Mr. Graham answered members queries on the various schemes proposed among then the following : 

N.76 _ Killamery :
Proposed by:  Cllr. Maher requested that the provision of Public Lighting at this junction be actively pursued with the NRA.

Seconded by: Cllr. M.Doran. 
Special Works:

Provision of School Safety Markings - Danesfort unanimously agreed by members as the designated schools for 2005. 
Chip Depots:

Members sought and got assurance that when the chip depots at Tullamaine and Rogerstown Cross were vacated by the council within the next 2 years, that provision would be made in the future for landscaping and prevention of illegal camping. 

Non-National Roads Restoration Programme:

Members agreed with what was proposed, with adjustments & addition of: 

**Aghaviller – Red Gap - proposed by Cllr. Doran & seconded by Cllr. Maher

**Ahenure – Bauntha  – proposed by Cllr. Maher & seconded by Cllr. Doran.

The Draft Road Works Scheme for 2005 was adopted with **adjustments as above:

Mr. W. Mernagh circulated members with the schedule of the Local Roads element of the Development Contribution Scheme   - Callan Area €163,000.
The proposal was unanimously adopted by members with one minor adjustment i.e. Footpaths at Kilmoganny to be reduced by €3,500 and that amount to be allocated to Road Markings at Dunnamaggin School.
Item 4:
 
Callan Town Hall:

Mr. John Dempsey circulated members with a report from Mr. Tony Walsh on the proposal received from the L’Arche Community for the use of the Town Hall in Callan.  It is envisaged that the Council will secure the main fabric of the building which would then be handed over to the L’Arche Community for rental. Members will be briefed on further  progress and the finalisation of the agreement will be brought before area members initially and then to the full membership for approval.
Item 5:
 
Development Contribution Scheme – 

 Local Recreational Budget – Callan €77,000.

Mr. John Dempsey outlined the local budget for the recreational element of the Development Contribution Scheme, emphasising that this budget was separate from the large recreational projects which are decided by the full council. Members were to submit projects in conjunction with Local/ Voluntary/ Community groups for consideration as soon as possible. Mr. John Dempsey to formulate standard application form for local community groups to avail of funding under this scheme.
Slatequarries – Cllr. Doran requested that the Slatequarries be borne in mind when future flagship projects are being considered by Kilkenny County Council for the spending of the Recreational Development Charges. 
Item 6: 
Any other business: 
Members requested an update on the situation with the regard to the provision of Playgrounds. Cllr. Maher queried the delivery date of these services and stressed the need for provision of public lighting at the Fair Green site. Mr. Dempsey stated that the services would be delivered this year. Plan to be prepared by Consultants for the Fair Green site, outside of that already earmarked for the playground. 
Cllr. Ireland complimented the excellent landscaping and tree planting that had been done at Danesfort within the past week.
