Minutes of the previous meeting held on 12th September 2005

Councillors Representation

Register of Electors

J McCormack outlined details to the members of a National Working Group established to deal with inaccuracies on the Register of Electors.

Funding of Traffic Calming in Castlecomer

M Murphy outlined the basis of the funding for Castlecomer Traffic Calming.  This Traffic Calming is expected to cost in the region of €450,000 and is being funded from Development Charges and National Roads Authority Grants.  

5
Refund of Coon Bridges money from the Thomastown Electoral Area

M Murphy advised the members of a €30,000 refund received from Thomastown Electoral Area.  These monies were initially allocated to the Ballyragget Electoral Area in respect of Coon Bridges and subsequently loaned to the Thomastown Electoral Area.  This money will be used to offset over expenditure from 2004.

6 Ardaloo Junction

M Murphy advised following an investigation of the Ardaloo Junction by himself and Ian Gardner from the Road Design Section, it is feasible to provide a filter lane at this location. The cost of these works are estimated in the region of €150,000.  Whilst Road Design Section would part fund these works the balance would have to be met from funding from the Castlecomer Area, possibly Development Charges.  The members agreed that these works should be progressed to the design stage.

7
Any Other Business

The members all joined in thanking M Murphy for his hard work during the past 5 years and praised him for the many improvements achieved in the Ballyragget Electoral Area during that period.

In relation to the additional items agreed on the public lighting list, M Murphy confirmed these works are due to commence in January.
