Reception of Deputation from Ballyragget National School – Bus Bay for Ballyragget National School

The deputation was represented by Fr Tom Murphy PP, Martina Kennedy Principal and Marie Holland, Parent Representative.  The deputation outlined to the members the current  situation in relation to busses setting down for the school. They advised of their concerns for the safety of pedestrians and bus passengers.  The deputation highlighted possible options to resolve this issue with their preferred solution being the provision of a bus bay at the entrance to Castle Gardens.  There are two Council houses sanctioned for the site in question.       
2 Minutes of the previous meeting held on 12th of December 2005

B Mernagh confirmed works at the Ardaloo Junction will be completed during the second half of 2006.  The minutes were proposed by Cllr P Millea, seconded by Cllr Connery and passed.

Road Works Scheme 2006

B Mernangh presented details of the Road Works Scheme 2006 to the members.  He advised the members of a significant increase in funding across the programme.  He also advised the members of an increase of approximately one third in road area  under the non-national restoration and surface dressing programme.  The Road Works Scheme was proposed by Cllr Shortall, seconded by Cllr Brennan and passed.

Bus Bay at Ballyragget National School

The members were unanimous in their concerns expressed for the safety of children at the school.  Members sought a commitment for an early solution to this issue.  The preferred solution to this issue as outlined by the deputation was proposed by Cllr Cavanagh seconded by Cllr Millea and passed.  J McCormack advised the solution to this issue existed either on lands owned by the Aislinn Centre or at the entrance to Scoil Bhride’s Avenue.  B Mernagh advised all issues can be examined, he also reminded the members that the National Roads Authority would have a veto in respect of works proposed on this National Secondary route.  It was agreed an up to date report on this issue would be available for the June Electoral Area Meeting.
