Item 1: 

Minutes & Reports -  

The Minutes of the previous meeting which was held on 31st May, 2006 were adopted on the proposition of Cllr. M. Doran and seconded by Cllr. W. Ireland. 
Item 2: 

Matters Arising from the Minutes :-
Footpaths Ennisnag  to Stoneyford: Cllr. Doran again raised the issue of 

the urgent need for the provision of footpaths between Ennisnag and Stoneyford. He stated the lack of progress on the footpath in the light of the current expenditure of €960,000 on the road pavement between Stoneyford and Danesfort is causing frustration between the Members and the local community. He stated that the provision of a margin at worse would be welcomed.  Cllrs Ireland and Maher concurred. 
The Traffic Management Plan/Footpaths and Pedestrian Crossing at Stoneyford were discussed. Mr. Graham advised the Committee that a design which will incorporate the above, drainage, Eircom and ESB is currently being prepared. 

It was agreed that Mr. J. Dempsey, Director would discuss this matter with Mr. M. Delahunty, A/Director of Services and the National Roads Authority. 

Killamery:  Cllr. Doran referred to the matter of proposed lighting at the junction at Killamery and also introducing speed limit at this area.  Mr. Dempsey stated a referral would have to be made to the NRA as it was a National Route.  Cllr. Maher informed the Committee that the NRA some years ago had stated that public lighting would be considered at Killamery when a speed limit request was refused.  It was proposed by Cllr. T. Maher and seconded by Cllr. W. Ireland that Kilkenny County Council re-introduce a proposal for a speed limit and lighting at Killamery.
Item 4: 
Recreational Capital Fund;  Social and Community Facilities 


Capital Scheme 2006 (taken before Item 3)
Ms. B. Hynes referred to the previous meeting of the Committee when Members were briefed on the above matter. Since then all project promoters had been met by officials and one applicant had withdrawn their application.  She stated approval was being sought for  the following projects; - 

Technical Grant – Callan Community Network (Development of Youth Space at the Friary

Capital Grant – Kells Resource Centre (Development of Play  & Park Area at Rear of Resource Centre

-€52000)

Mr. P. Graham referred to the recommendations  (1-4) of Michael Barrys’ report which had been circulated  to  the Members at previous meeting.  A discussion took place and the Councillors unanimously agreed to adopt Mr. Barrys’ aforementioned recommendations subject to Condition No. 2 being amended as follows-

Community Involvement Scheme/Local Improvement Scheme - Mr. P. Graham agreed to circulate the current list of applicants .

Footpaths at Kilmoganny – An enquiry was made as to when these works would commence. Mr. P. Graham stated that grant works would have to take precedence. 

Cul De Sacs at Kilbricken Road – Mr. P. Graham stated that these cul de sacs  could be considered when the next Non National Roads Restoration Programme is being prepared for 2009. 

Junction of Ballywaters Road on Kilmanagh Road at By Pass – Dangerous and needs attention to improve view.
Footpath from School to Windgap – To be considered for inclusion in next years’ Road Works Scheme.
