Concern was expressed about the safety of the junctions on the Callan Bypass and it was unanimously requested that ghost islands be provided from Tullamaine to Ahenure in 2007.
Cllr Maher wished Pat Graham every success on his transfer in the New Year to the position of Project Engineer Construction on the N9 Knocktopher to Waterford project. He expressed his gratitude for the commitment Pat gave to the Callan Area and for the manner services were provided. Cllr Ireland and Cllr Doran  concurred.
