Planning & Development in the Piltown Electoral Area
Issues were raised by the members regarding the pace of development in some villages in the Piltown Electoral Area and the concerns of local people.  
It was agreed that the elected members and planning staff would meet in committee with community representatives from Mooncoin, Kilmacow and Piltown-Fiddown on Wednesday, 22nd March, 2006 at 2.00pm.  This meeting will give an opportunity to the community representatives to put forward views as regards development in these villages.
It was also agreed that the members would meet at 1.30pm that day to discuss the order of the meeting.

Draft Local Area Plans

· Slieverue

Denis Malone made a presentation to the members on the Slieverue Draft Local Area Plan.  He informed the members that a public consultation meeting had been held in November, 2004, with a number of topics being discussed including population & housing, services, education, employment, community facilities and recreation.

· Mullinavat

D. Malone then made a presentation to the members on the Mullinavat Draft Local Area Plan.  He stated that a public consultation meeting had been held in October, 2004, with a number of topics being discussed, similar to those for Slieverue.

The members raised a number of questions on both plans, which were dealt with by Denis Malone.  He stated that inter-agency consultation would take place over the coming weeks in relation to both plans and it was hoped to have the Draft Plans on public display in early April.

Cllr. Dowling thanked Denis Malone and Deirdre Morrissey for their presentation and hard work on the plans.

Road Works Scheme 2006

F. Stafford gave an overview of the Draft Road Works Scheme for 2006 to the members.  The 2006 Road Works Scheme was proposed by Cllr. B. Aylward and seconded by Cllr. P. Dunphy and unanimously agreed.
The Draft Scheme will be formally adopted at the County Council meeting of 20th March.

Development Contribution Scheme 2006

F. Stafford outlined in detail to the members the proposed works for the 2006 Development Contribution Scheme, which would be funded by the Local Area Allocation for Roads.
It was then proposed by Cllr. B. Aylward and seconded by Cllr. C. Long and agreed that the 2006 Development Contribution Scheme be adopted.

Planning Area Changes

Martin Mullally addressed the meeting, outlining proposed changes to the Planning Areas of Kilkenny County Council.  A map of the revised areas was shown to the members.  M. Mullally stated that the Piltown Area would now be divided into two sections for planning purposes – urban and rural – with the main focus being on urban design improvements.  The rural area would be covered by Claire Kelly, with the urban area of Waterford City environs being covered by John Nolan.

Cllr. Dowling, on behalf of all the members, took the opportunity to compliment Lorraine O’Sullivan on her contribution to planning and development in the Piltown Electoral Aera and wished her well in her new post with Offaly County Council.

Any Other Business
Cllr. P. Dunphy asked about progress made on solving the sewerage issue at Cloone.
P. O’Neill stated that efforts to find a solution to the problem were ongoing.

Cllr. B. Aylward enquired about the purpose of poles being erected at Rosinan.

F. Stafford agreed to investigate the matter.
