Report and Recommendations of 

the Thomastown Electoral Area Committee 

following their meeting held on Wednesday, 1st October, 2003.

It was agreed that the following matters would be presented to the November meeting of Kilkenny County Council for consideration and decision:

1.      One way traffic system for Thomastown – discussion.   

Mr. Gunning advised members that in general, there had been a positive response to the recent one-way traffic system in Thomastown which was put in place to facilitate road works. He asked members if they would be in agreement with having the design for a one-way system drawn up which he would then bring back to the area committee for their observations and comments. Members unanimously agreed to have the design drawn up and brought back to the area committee.

2.      Road Matters

Various road matters were brought to the attention of the Area Engineer, including the following :-

Ramps at various locations throughout the area, many of which will be considered in the 2004 Road Works Scheme.

Islands at the Church in Gowran. Some people wanted them removed. Mr. Dowling advised that he would not be in favour of removing them as firstly they create car-park spaces and secondly, they have a traffic calming influence.

R700 A number of issues in relation to this road were raised and members asked for the full re-design of this busy road.

3.        Housing

There is a piece of ground in Bennettsbridge at the back of the hurling pitch which some understand is to be used for housing but members would propose that this area be kept as a recreation area. Presently, it is used as a car-park for funerals and matches. Mr. Gunning agreed to speak to Mr. K Fitzgerald about this site and advise members of the proposals.
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
