Callan Town Hall:


No update available. Mr. Dempsey to check with Tony Walsh, Director 
of Services on the proposal recently received from the L’Arche 
Community for the use of the Town Hall in Callan. Members 
expressed the need to keep it live and on the agenda. 

Footpaths for Stoneyford:

Presently awaiting an overall plan for Stoneyford. Available funding 
can be carried over to 2005 and combined with 2005 funding, will 
make the works significant.

Footpaths at Kilmoganny: 

Works will commence shortly.

Danesfort:



Trees/shrubs and embankment to be attended to, at the junction to 
Bennettsbridge at Danesfort, within the constraints of preserving the 
sight line.

Depot at Goatsbridge: 


Screen-planting to be provided at the  rear boundary of the site.

Fairgreen, Callan : 

Landscaper Claire Murphy to be requested to come up with  a 
proposal for a comprehensive design and cost.

Road Improvement Works – Tullaroan:

Works are now completed & members were complimentary of the job 
done.


Footpath from Ennisnag/ Stoneyford:


Members once again emphasised the need for a footpath at this locus 
and requested that Mr. T. Gunning seek approval and funding from 
the NRA. 
Item 3:

Implementation of Traffic Management Plan for Callan:
Now that the Plan was adopted members agreed that the implementation should begin immediately, with a recommendation

that the works on Green Street be carried out en block by contract over as short a duration as possible to minimise disruption. The costing, funding and tendering process needs to commence. 

It was agreed that the following elements would be implemented shortly from current budget:
Proposer: Cllr. M. Doran           Seconded:  Cllr. W. Ireland.
Bridge Street – Remove sufficient length of Double Yellow Line to accommodate parking for 3 - 4 cars.

Mill Lane – make “One-Way” from Keoghs Bakery along Mill Lane to its junction with the Car-Park entrance.
Flaggy Lane –  to remain “one-way” from Haggardsgreen down to the junction of Flaggy Lane with Westcourt Demesne and make a “two way system”  from the entrance of Westcourt Demesne to junction with  Lower Bridge Street .

Edmund Rice Estate – “Slow” markings to be put at entrance. 
Bridge Street – Erect “Weight Restrictions” signage – access to  vehicles in excess of  3.5  ton  be restricted except for deliveries.

The traffic situation at the schools at the Old Kilkenny Road ,which is outside the area covered by the Traffic Management Plan, was also discussed
Mr. Graham is to seek an overall design for the Kilkenny Road/ Westcourt Road area,
He is also meeting the Principal of the Girls school with the council’s  Road Safety Officer.

Extinguishment of Public Right of way: 

An objection was received to the proposal for the Extinguishment of the Public Right –of- Way on County Road No. L.T.  10202 (old Co. Road No. 1458) in the townland of Moanmore Commons, Callan, known as Tyrrells Lane.
Members were briefed on the objection and it was unaminously agreed to proceed with the Extinguishment as set-out in the Roads Act, 1993.

Development Contribution 
Scheme:


Mr. John Dempsey briefed members on imminent distribution and 


allocations of the Development Contribution Fund where members 

are asked to decide on various schemes or projects for roads and 


recreation.

Danesfort School: 

Cllr. Ireland requested that signage & markings be put in place at Danesfort School. 
P. Graham stated that funding for signage &  markings at a school 

will be included for consideration in the 2005 RWS, as in previous years. Members can decide which school they want done in 2005.

Also he queried a channel in front of the school.

Mr. Graham stated the channel was part of the design for the frontage when the school was designed & built some years ago and is a matter for the Board of Management of the school. 

Old Workhouse Complex:
Cllr. Doran requested that the transfer of land to the Camphill Community be expedited to enable the draw down of funds within the year. Mr. Dempsey to take-up the matter  with Tony Walsh, Director of Services – it was unlikely that the issue could be raised at next Monday’s meeting due to inadequate notice – would be on the Agenda for the December meeting. 

Mr. Graham stressed the need to have replacement buildings constructed at the new compound at Goatsbridge prior to the move. 

Members agreed that the transition period should be as smooth as possible.
