Promotion of Estate Management by local Authority Community Committees

Kilkenny County Council and Kilkenny Borough Council recognise the importance of resident and tenant participation in estate management and commit to work in partnership with residents and tenants on local authority estates to promote estate management in their estates.   The Local Authorities are introducing an Estate Management Grant Scheme, to offer assistance to local authority community committees in the development of an estate management programme.

Basic Conditions:

To qualify for assistance under the Estate Management Grant Scheme, applications must be submitted on behalf of an established local authority Community Committee and proposed projects/activities must be deemed to promote the interests of estate management in the community.   
Selection process will include active assessment by the Estate Management Liaison Officer on status of committee.
Criteria for selection of projects may be based on the following:

· Ability of the Community Committee to part fund the project – voluntary hours may be assigned a monetary value and used as part funding
· Ability of the Community Committee to identify alternative funding sources

· Depending on the volume of applications, an amount may be applied to the maximum grant. 

Type Of Projects Or Activities That Will Qualify:
· Start Up Committee Pack (Stationery) – Lever Arch folders, A4 pads, pens, staplers, hole punch, staples, paper clips, etc.
· Environmental Pack (basic) – potting compost, gardening tools (Spade, rake, hoe), gardening gloves, picker uppers, hanging baskets, planters 
· Environmental Pack (Advanced) – lawnmower or strimmer (once off funding)
· Project nominated by the Community Committee, for the purposes of promoting an estate management programme.
Submission Of Applications To Local Authority:
Applications for grant assistance by local authority community committees should be sent to Kilkenny County Council, Housing (Estate Management) Section, County Hall, John Street, Kilkenny.  Application forms for this purpose maybe obtained from Kilkenny County Council and on the website at www.kilkennycoco.ie.  The application should be accompanied by the following, where applicable:

(1) An estimate of the cost of works and/or project

(2) Details of the extent of works/project.

(3) Completion of Supplier Set-Up Form where indicated.  (This Form need only be completed by first time applicants).
