(ii) Presentation on M8/N8 and N9 Road Projects. 



Mr. Joe Gannon Project Engineer gave details on the progress and expected timeframe for the completion of these two road projects. 

Following completion of his presentation there were a number of queries from members to which Mr. Joe Gannon replied. With regard to compensation in respect of land required for the M8/N8 Cullahill to Cashel Mr. Gannon informed the meeting that of the approximately 180 land owners affected. More then 90 had been settled with a further 30-40 close to settlement. There were approximately 20 cases which were redeemed to be special cases that require further negotiation. Notice to Treat was served in Spring/Summer 2005 and Notice to Enter was served in 2006. it is expected that this phase of the project would be completed in Spring/Summer 2009. 

He informed the committee that there were no plans at the moment to link the N77 road with the new motorway and the proposed link would be at Urlingford. During discussions on this item there was a view that there would be knock on implications for the village of Freshford due to increased traffic on that road. Following discussions regarding this road the County Manager informed the meeting that there is the case for an upgrade for the N77 and Kilkenny County Council have been actively pursuing this with the Department. Mr. Michael Delahunty A/Director of Services informed the meeting that proposals for an upgrade from Ballinaslee to Durrow have been sent to the NRA.

With regard to the N9, Mr. Gannon informed the meeting that Phase 4 of the project hasn’t yet gone to tender. It was expected same would be advertised before Christmas. Following this advertisement there would be a minimum period of 12 months before contractors would be on site, with a projected completion date of towards the end of 2010. He informed members that as part of the tender every effort would be made to build the design into the landscape in a sensitive manner. He informed the members that the connection for the upgrade for the R699 link road to Knocktopher should be completed at the same time. 
He informed the meeting that any issues that local people may have such as blasting could be taken up with Project Engineer once he was appointed. A discussion took place regarding negotiations with valuers. Mr. Gannon informed the members that the procedure was for the appointed valuers to meet with the valuers of the relevant land owners and there was a strict legal frame work for decision on compensation entitlements. 

During discussions on road upgrades it was agreed that Kilkenny County Council will continue to actively pursue the upgrading of the R700 Road due to the volume of traffic travelling between New Ross and Kilkenny. 

It was agreed that Waterford City Council would be invited to the Piltown Electoral Area Meeting to discuss the Waterford City By Pass.

Presentation on Register of Electors.  

Mr. John McCormack, Director of Services Housing & Corporate Affairs gave details of the campaign for updating the Register of Electors at local and National Level. Following completion of his presentation he answered a number of queries raised by the Elected Members 

He informed the meeting that under guidelines for updating the Register, students have the option of retaining their vote at their home address. However, in the instance of people working away from their original home address, the regulations state that they be registered in the area where they work. During a discussion on this specific issue it was suggested that there should be a five year affiliation for people working away from their original home address. He informed the meeting that if there were disputes regarding the register that these could be dealt with at the appeals court which takes place in December. 

He outlined to the meeting the procedures carried out by the fieldworkers. All dwellings are to be called on as part of an intensive door to door process of updating the Electoral Register for 2007/2008. Where information is not obtained on the first visit, a form and a calling slip are left through the letter box  and if a form is not subsequently returned, a second visit is required if information is still not obtained a second form and calling slip are left through the letter box. After the 2 calls an intention to delete letter is sent to the person telling them that if they do not contact the Council in the next 7 days then their name will be deleted from the Register. If a person does not respond to this letter a second letter is sent out telling that person they have been deleted from the Register of Electors and if they have any objections to send in a letter in writing on or before the 25th November.
He informed the meeting that documentation had been forwarded to occupiers in six languages. A debate took place regarding anomalies in the register. Mr. McCormack made the point that the Register is only specific to a point in time i.e. November of each year. It was requested by Cllr. T. Maher that the address of Friary Walk be changed from Callan Rural to Callan Urban.
