He informed the meeting that the Garda Road Safety unit would be making a presentation to Transition year students outlining the types of injuries caused in Road Traffic Accidents. He noted that there was now an increased number of offences carrying penalty points. During a question and answer session to which several members contributed, he informed the meeting that the gardai need the help of community members and groups such as Kilkenny County Council to assist in the enforcement of traffic laws. He agreed that the suggestion that a driver instructor be placed on any proposed road safetysafety committee was a good idea. He confirmed to members that it was very difficult under current legislation to convict a defendant for drug driving. It was agreed that a road safetysafety committee within the local authority should be set up to meet a few times each year and that the issue of road safety should be placed on the main agenda at least twice a year. 
He informed the meeting that it would be useful to have extra man power available to the traffic corps. However, much of the gardai resources were committed to public order issues, particularly at the weekend.
