Water Services – Seirbhísí Slántaíochta

Water Conservation Project – Kilkenny City & County – presentation – Thomastown Pilot Project 
A presentation was made on the above Michael Murphy, Senior Executive Engineer, in the Water Service Department.

He outlined to members the various stages of the National Water Conservation Programme.  The programme to be progressed over three stages as follows:

· Stage One: 
Implementation of Water Management Systems ( March 2007 – October 2008)

· Stage Two: 
Active Leakage Control (October 2008 – April 2010)
· Stage Three:
Rehabilitation of Water Mains ( 2010 onwards)

Mr. Murphy’s presentation detailed the various objectives of the Water conservation project and outlined current levels of leakage within the current system.  He further outlined the approach been taken in Kilkenny and the positive results arising from the Thomastown test project.  He also documented the benefits of the project and the estimated cost of this project in to the future.

Following on from Michael Murphy’s presentation, Callan members complimented him on same and a number of questions were raised.  Mr. Murphy confirmed that moving on to the next phase was dependent on funding from the department of the Environment, Heritage and local Government.  No written guarantee had been received so far but during conversations with DOE officials, he had received positive indications based on the initial pilot project in Thomastown, funding would be forthcoming for the next phases of the project.  members requested and it was agreed that a copy of Mr. Murphy’s presentation would be forwarded to all councillors.

John Mc Cormack, Director of Services, who is a member of this commission, outlined the process involved and recommended that if concensus could be reached, a submission could be forwarded by the members of Kilkenny County Council.

During the discussion on this issue, members contributing informed the meeting that as yet no formal submission was being made by the Council as a whole or by any particular party grouping.  it was clarified that any individual councillor could make this submission if they wished.  The Cathaoirleach advised that following further meetings with the party groupings, the party whips could meet to discuss the matter further.

The Cathaoirleach referred members to the letter forwarded to them by the County Manager, dated the 12th February, regarding the establishment of an Audit Committee.  The County Manager outlined the functions and brief of this committee.  He confirmed that the proposed audit committee would be supported by the finance, internal auditor and the local government auditor.  he confirmed to members that it was the intention that this committee would meet 4 times a year.  

He informed members that he had been in contact with various possible external nominees and confirmed that the following had agreed to the external nominees of the committee……..

Following meetings between the party whips, it was agreed that the two serving councillors to be included on this committee would be Cllrs. P. Fitzpatrick and MH Kavanagh.

The Cathaoirleach informed members that following a request from Cllr. MH Kavanagh, he was agreeing to move item 7(b) the update following a meeting of the deputation with the NRA on the 11th February, 2008 at this stage of the meeting.  John Mulholland, Director of Services, drew members attention to the agenda and minutes of the meeting as circulated.  he drew members attention, particularly, to the points made by Michael Egan, Head of Corporate Affairs in the NRA, who informed members that he noted that the funding requested by the deputation was generally in respect of National Secondary Roads, except for the N24 / N25.  He further noted some other main points made by Mr. Egan:-  that government policy is in Transport 21 which prioritises major inter urban routes and this policy has implications for other jobs, such as National Secondary routes. The objective is to complete the major inter-urban network in 2010.  Thereafter there will be a re-prioritisation of transport of transport objectives - The next government priority is the Atlantic corridor from Donegal to Sligo to Galway to Limerick to Waterford via Cork.  This precedes the national Secondary network.

· Michael Egan stated that the NRA would expect to have some additional funding from 2011 to 2015 for jobs such as 

National Secondary routes.

· NRA policy is to leave pavements in good condition on bypassed towns and villages and to this end a budget would be provided for Stoneyford, Thomastown, Dungarvan, Ballyhale, Knocktopher and Mullinavat.
members contributing expressed satisfaction at the increased allocation for 2008 for the Ballinaslee alignment but expressed their disappointment at the lack of funding forthcoming for the N76 road at Tinnypark.  John Mulholland also drew members attention to the Non National road allocation for 2008 which had been circulated before today’s meeting.  This item will also be coming to the area meetings.  Members contributing expressed satisfaction at the allocation of funding towards the Thomastown Relief road.

· Report given by Anne Maria Walsh, SEO, about the new housing aid for older people, Housing Adaptation grant for people with a disability and Mobility Aids Housing grant scheme.  These grant schemes will replace the Disabled person Grant and the Emergency Repairs grant.
· Update given on our progress of housing construction programme by Anne Maria Walsh, SEO.

· Report given to the committee by Anne Maria Walsh, SEO, on the 3 successful applications made under this scheme.

· Report given to the committee by Margaret Newport, Senior Social Worker, on the approach to the review of the Traveller Accomodation Programme.

A number of questions arose from this report in response to queries raised, Tony Walsh, Director of Services asked members to highlight individuals who are experiencing poor circumstances in rural cottages around the County.  He confirmed to members that Kilkenny County Council are currently conducting assessment of housing needs.  In response to queries regarding the Affordable housing Scheme, Mr. Walsh informed members that it was the intention that houses allocated under the Affordable Scheme would be of a similar standard to the other houses in the same private estate.  With regard to a query on the entrance to the Newpark Close estate, he informed members that part of this entrance was on private property which would involve negotiations with the relevant landowner.  With regards to the proposed housing aid for older people and Housing Adaptation …., he expressed confidence that this scheme would be able to meet the needs of all successful applicants.  Cllr. A. Phelan sought clarification regarding the difference of the wording of emergency repairs grant and essential repairs grant.  Members contributing required clarification of the details of the operation of the Part v grants.
